Please Fill out the New City Resident — Water connection form as soon as possible. You
can return it by email, mail, or drop it off at City Hall Office or drop box outside our
building.

The city accepts cash or checks for payment. There is a drop box at City Hall for check
payments only. You can also make one-time electronic payments on our website. Forms
are available for automatic withdrawal to pay your utility bill. The automatic withdrawal
would come out of your account on the last business day of each month. If you enter an
email address at the bottom of the form, you will receive your monthly bills by email
instead of by postcard in the mail. This is optional.

The city allows residents to install a second water meter for irrigation purposes. This can
be beneficial to save on sewer charges while watering your lawn.

Friendly FYIs

Call Before You Dig... (1-800-252-1166) If you are going to be doing any digging in your

yard, call Gopher State One Call a few days before...there is no cost to you to have them

come out and mark your lines safely.

Sump Pumps: Water discharged from sump pumps needs to be ran outside and not into
the sanitary sewer system. Hoses may not cross over sidewalks.

Trash & Recycling Information: Garbage pickup takes place every Tuesday, unless
otherwise noted. Recycling is collected every other Tuesday. For updates, holiday
schedule changes, and service notifications, follow Borgmann Disposal Services on
Facebook or give them a call.

Please remember to pull your garbage cans back from the road after collection to help
keep streets and alleys clear for traffic. We also ask that you pick up any debris that may
have blown out of your containers.

Yard Waste Services: Borgmann Disposal Services offers lawn waste pickup every Friday.
Any excess lawn waste that you are unable to fit in the lawn waste bin should be in a
compostable bag. Check their website, Facebook page or call them to find out exact start
and end dates to yard waste pickup.

Parking: All vehicles, RVs, boats, trailers etc. that are parked or stored on property must
be on an improved surface, and not within the front yard in order to remain in
compliance with city code. Vehicles may be parked on city streets and parking lots for no
more than 48 hours unless otherwise posted.

Grease & Qil: We often experience an excess of grease and oil in our sanitary sewer line.
This is extremely problematic not only for the city, but for you and your fellow residents.
We ask that residents refrain from dumping grease down drains. Continuing to use drains
for grease disposal could result in your personal lines getting blocked and causing
backups, along with City sewer lines.

Permits: You can find all necessary permits for residential and commercial building,
additions, decks, fencing etc. on our city website under downloads or stop by the office to
get a copy. Contact city staff to answer any questions during the process.

Burning permits can be obtained on the MN DNR website, www.dnr.state.mn.us or by
contacting Freeport City hall 320-836-2112.

Pets: The City of Freeport requires pets to be licensed. Stop by City Hall or send an email
to request a form. Rabies vaccination records are required. Once registered, your pet will
be issued an ID tag, which can be helpful if your pet ends up lost.
